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Butterfly Body Parts

Butterflies are insects. They do not have a backbone as we do. They have a hard, outer
covering called an exoskeleton.

All adult insects have three main body parts: head, thorax, and abdomen.

The eyes, antennae, and Wings and legs attach to
mouthparts are on the head. the thorax.

Butterflies use their two antennae to “smell.”

Butterfly Life Cycle Sequencing Activity

Butterflies undergo a complete metamorphosis: a series of changes in the body form during
their life cycle. Can you put the butterfly life cycle in order? Answers are upside down below.

Adult butterflies
emerge from the
pupa. They fly as
soon as their wings
unfold and dry.

When fully grown,
caterpillars turn into a
pupa. A butterfly’s pupa is
called a chrysalis; a moth’s
pupa is called a cocoon.

Caterpillars (larvae) hatch from
eggs. As caterpillars grow, they
shed (molt) their hard outer
layer and have a new, bigger one
underneath. Most caterpillars
molt at least four times.

Adult females
lay eggs on
host plants.
