Patterning & Predicting

Part of being a good scientist is the ability to observe things and to make predictions
about what will or could happen.

At the end of One Odd Day, the boy wakes up to see his mother with two heads. That
starts the second book, My Even Day. At the end of that book, the boy wakes up with
half a head of hair. What do you think the next book will be about?

Predicting something is much easier if there is a pattern. By coloring odd numbers one
color and even numbers another color, it is very easy to see a pattern. Some patterns
are more difficult to see. For example: what is the pattern of: 1, 2, 3, 5, 8, 13, 21, 34, &
55? What would the next number be?

Use the chart on the next page to have children make up their own number pattern.
